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The map below shows respondents’ perceptions of whether vandalism, graffiti and litter create a problem in their area. The responses are
mapped according to output area. It seems that environmental damage in this sense is a fairly widespread problem not restricted to urban
areas, though clearly the higher population density within the more central area has an impact on the extent of this problem. It should be noted
that the output areas in Rushcliffe are larger geographically speaking which causes some distortion with regard to the extent of the problem. All

of the local authority areas show some parts where litter, graffiti and vandalism are considered to be a problem by private tenants.
Proportionately, Hucknall appears to show a larger area where this is an issue.

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Neighbours and pets

Difficulties with neighbours and pets, particularly large dogs, can cause friction within neighbourhoods and substantially affect satisfaction levels.
Many of the areas where environmental damage was seen to be a problem also show here as having difficulties with neighbours and dogs. This
appears to be slightly less problematic than that of environmental damage from graffiti, vandalism and litter.

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Racial Harassment

Clearly any racial abuse that occurs is very likely to create problems for a tenant, particularly if the abuse is coming from other residents in the
local area.

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Drugs and Other Crime

With regard to drugs and other crime, the same hot spots arise as before, though the more Northern areas of Nottingham, Gedling and Broxtowe
seem less affected. Central Nottingham and Clifton show a higher frequency of problem areas. The Southern area of Rushcliffe, particularly
around Wysall and Colston Bassett are showing as highly problematic according to this data. There are also clusters of problem areas in along
the South-Western edges of Broxtowe and Gedling. East Bridgford in Rushcliffe is repeatedly arising as a problem area for most categories.
